Downtown Awards Presented

The Port Angeles Downtown Association held its annual membership meeting on January 26, 2012, at Kokopelli Grill. In her keynote address, Kathy Monds, Executive Director of the Clallam County Historical Society told stories about some of the colorful characters in our city’s past in preparation for the Sesquicentennial celebrations this summer.
PADA Executive Director Barbara Frederick announced the 2011 statistics that included the closure of 12 businesses and the opening of 12 businesses, for a zero net loss of businesses, there was a net gain of approximately 4 employees. She also announced that $380,000 was invested in downtown properties by property or business owners. $1,190,866 was invested downtown in public funds for the First Street Storm Water project, and $14,000 in beautification projects to prepare for Celebrate Elwha. In addition 82 volunteers invested 2,643 hours in downtown.
